5. Meeting AB 939 Goals -  


A. Five-Year Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) - 
Jon Souza reported the Five-Year CIWMP was sent to the State a week ago. Jon provided the 
committee members with a copy of the Plan.  The adhoc committee that reviewed the report 
background data approved the report. Prior to the next five-year report, the committee requested 
an earlier review of background data. EMD is creating a spreadsheet to track recycling/ 
diversion/disposal data by material type and tonnage.  The spreadsheet will be of a consistent 
format so franchise haulers can easily add their data. The committee requested a list five year plan 
programs be presented during the January 2011 meeting.  That list will be reviewed to evaluate 
progress towards meeting goals.  If sufficient progress is not being made the committee will 
discuss alternatives. EMD will bring a comprehensive data sheet to the January meeting showing

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the existing programs and accomplishments.  Going forward events, progress and 
accomplishments can be added to the datasheet.  
 


B. Solid Waste Management Plan (NewPointe) Project Plan, Timeline and Deliverables -  
Greg Stanton reported that the Solid Waste Management Plan committee met just prior to the 
EDSWAC meeting. Greg provided copies of the NewPointe scope of work and deliverables 
schedule. The first deliverable (two draft sections of the plan) was due the end of October 2010.   
NewPointe is working on all the sections. Additional sections are due November 30 and December 
31.  The final draft is due February 28.  The Plan will be reviewed during March and April of 2011. 
The review will be conducted similar to CEQA project.  The process will be open to the public and 
questions will be answered. 
 


6. Old Business/Action Items -   
A. Jurisdictional Reps  
B. County Letter to Jurisdictions informing them of their responsibilities to assign available members 


to EDSWAC.  (Items A & B were covered in one discussion) 
A letter was created to be sent to the Jurisdictions that should provide an EDSWAC 
committee member. As of today, there is only one Jurisdiction (Placerville) that does not 
have a member. The South Lake Tahoe community member position is also vacant.  
Supervisor Santiago’s office will be contacted regarding that position.  The members that 
have not been attending the meeting should be notified that they can attend the meetings 
via conference calls if this will help.

Minutes   


This was done a couple of weeks ago and will continue as minutes are approved.  
 


7. Legislative/Regulatory Update- 
The State budget is still an issue.  There will be no new business until January, 2011.  
Assemblyman Chessboro has given up on the 75% diversion goal for now.  Two product 
stewardship bills were passed. These bills deal with recycling paint and carpet.  
 


8. Agency/Jurisdiction Report: 
A. Amador County –  


No report 
B. El Dorado Disposal / Western El Dorado Recovery –  


No report 
C. Cameron Park Community Service District –  


The Durock Road recycling facility is in flux now because of zoning requirements. The fall clean up 
day was on September 25th.  Eight bins were collected.  The spring clean up day will be on April 16, 
2001.  A new green waste container is located at the Fire Department on Country Club Drive.   


D. El Dorado County –  
The El Dorado Hills HHW facility will be open on November 20th, December 4th & 18th, weather 
permitting. There are a couple of issues that the County has to face.  AB32 Mandatory Business 
Recycling Program passed. Cal Recycle will develop a program that will go to Cal Air Resources 
Board for final approval. If approved, Business Recycling will be mandatory by 2012.  How the 
program will be enacted in rural counties has not been decided.  The Counties may be responsible 
for education and outreach, but another agency will be responsible for enforcement.  There is a 
State approved sample Ordinance.  It will be brought to the next meeting, under Old Business.  A 
related issue is in the new California Green Building Standards.  The new standards will require 
diversion of 50% of waste for every new structure regardless of size.  It begins on January 1, 2011.  
This will exceed the current EDC C & D ordinance requirement to divert 50% of waste for 
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structures greater than or equal to 5000 sq. ft. Jeanne stated that SRT and El Dorado Disposal will 
have to modify their reports to monitor recycling by address. 


E. El Dorado Hills CSD- 
A neighborhood clean up day was held on October 23rd.  Contract negotiations with waste 
Connections are still in progress.  The new contract term could be 15 years. The current fuel 
charge will be rolled into the garbage rate.  The rate will not go up unless fuel prices dramatically 
increase.  Recycle Bank has started in the El Dorado Hills area.  Residents have the choice of 
opting out.  The cost is $1.50, which is added to the bills.  No negative response has been 
received.  


F. City of Placerville- 
No Report 


G. City of South Lake Tahoe / South Tahoe Refuse Co., Inc.- 
Their third quarter report was just completed and submitted.  In the first 9 months of 2010, 
quantities were down because business has slowed down.   Separate collection routes have begun 
for the blue six yard recyclable containers at elementary, middle and high schools.  These routes 
will be expanded to include new locations started as a result of the multi family unit grant with the 
City of South Lake Tahoe. They are also hoping to expand collection routes to the playgrounds and 
ball fields.  The food waste collection route, that includes Embassy Suites, Marriott and Zephyr 
Cove, is still ongoing.  Firefest was in October and Earth Day 2011 is already being planned. 


H. Sierra Disposal –  
There were two collection events; on in Cool and one in Garden Valley. The Cool event was slow 
(possibly due to rain) but the Garden Valley event was better.

RMDZ zone offers advantages to businesses sitting in a particular community by stream-lining the 
permitting process and offering loans to start the businesses. These zone designations are given 
for a ten year period.  There is only a limited amount of RMDZ allowed in the State. Businesses in 
these zones must manufacture products that show diversion of solid waste from the waste stream.  
 
The Board of Supervisors tasked the Economic Development Department to identify development 
incentives to keep and attract businesses in El Dorado County.  El Dorado County currently looses 
approximately 1 billion dollars in sales for out-of-County purchases.  Creating a RMDZ in El Dorado 
County would help bring new businesses into the County which brings employment opportunities to 
the residents of the County and increases sales tax revenues. If this County creates a Zone or 
joins an existing Zone, Cal Recycle would be sending businesses to us to locate their new or 
existing businesses here. The El Dorado County Recycling Market Development Zone would 
encompass all of El Dorado County. A conceptual approval is being requested from EDSWAC to 
present to the BOS a recommendation that the BOS give Economic Development the go ahead to 
pursue a RMDZ.  The committee members present at the meeting voiced their conceptual approval 
of sending an approval to the BOS. A formal request of the committee will be added to the Election 
of Officers email ballot.  


 
C. Solid Waste Plan Working Group Update-  


At the end of October the RFP closed.  At the beginning of November the committee met to 
discuss the evaluation process of the submittals and developed a score sheet that the committee 
would use to score the three companies that are competing for the contract.  On December 2nd 
the committee met again to discuss the results of the evaluation process and then had 
presentations by the three companies that had submitted proposals. Those 
interviews/presentations took place on December 10th and then the holidays came and the 
committee has not been able to meet to develop a final decision.  The next meeting should have a 
selection of a firm decided and it can then move forward to the BOS. 


D. Five-Year Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) 
Jon contacted the State and found out that the new CIWMP will be due in November.  Jon passed 
out copies of the last plan. A subcommittee was created to review the plan and determine if any 
upgrades were needed to the existing plan. The committee members that volunteered for the 
subcommittee consisted of Sue Ferris, Jeanne Lear, Don Nizolek and Bill McCluskey.   Gary Pigg 
and Rick Angelocci will also be invited to join the committee. Official creation of the subcommittee 
will be approved at the March EDSWAC meeting. 
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Jim Greco stated he felt what was actually due by November 15th is EDSWAC’s response on 
whether or not the CIWMP is working.  Once the response letter is given to the State, that date will 
trigger a 45-day review period when the County has to review the report. 
 


7. Old Business/Action Items -   
A. Surcharge Index/Rebate 


The BOS dropped the surcharge from most residents in the County, but it did not affect the 
residents that live in the any of the CSD’s or the Cities since they have separate franchise 
agreements.  Don’s garbage bill still showed the surcharge in effect, and it was assumed this was 
because he lives in EDH’s CSD. Allison Hamaker pointed out that the EDH franchise agreement is 
due for renewal in August. 
 


B. Business Recycling Ordinance 
I. Sample State Mandatory Business Recycling Ordinance 


II. Sacramento County Recycling Ordinance 
Jon handed out sample ordinances for the committee to review.  On December 9th the 
last of the CIWMB (as they were then known) approved the institution of local 
governments sample ordinances.  Jon’s opinion is that this will not happen this year 
and feels there’s no urgency in discussing this topic at this time. 


             
 


8. Legislative/Regulatory Update: 
Jon stated that there wasn’t really anything to report here.  The first couple of months of the year, 
the legislature will review the bills that didn’t get passed last year.  The Chesboro Bill was gutted 
and Jon was not sure how it will come back.  The Governor finally made an appointed (Margo 
Brown) for the new Recycling division under the Department of Conservation.   
 


9. Agency/Jurisdiction Report: 
A. Amador County –  


Sue Ferris reported that starting on January 1, 2010 the El Dorado County portion of Amador 
Disposal service areas will now be serviced out of El Dorado Disposal.  The only effected part of 
service is pick-up dates, but the material will go to the local MRF and will have the availability of the 
large customer service portion of El Dorado Disposal.  They were able to maintain the same drivers 
for the service areas. 


B. El Dorado Disposal / Western El Dorado Recovery –  
Sue Ferris reported that El Dorado Disposal will now start collecting tires at the MRF as part of the 
new Tire Amnesty Grant.  Christmas trees are still being collected at the MRF, as well as they are 
working on a number of community events. 


C. Cameron Park Community Service District –  
The Buy-Back center will be moved from behind Bel Air to a privately owned 2-acre parcel off of 
Durock Road.  This Buy-Back center will be on the Voucher program, which will help to avoid any 
problems with the sites handling cash.  There will be a container that can accept over flow of green 
waste materials and also comingled recycling and e-waste materials.  On January 27th there will 
be a meeting of the Board to change their ordinance to allow for these new changes.  The project 
has not been finaled until they do some improvements to the parcel, which they will have to make 
application with the Planning Commission to be approved.  There will be secondary access off of 
Robin Lane to access the Center. 


D. El Dorado County –  
The committee was given a copy of the County’s Event Calendar for the next four months.  Folsom 
College’s El Dorado Center contacted the County for a Career Fair.  At the end of January, the 
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Reuse Assistance Grant will be finally finished.  Jon stated this was the toughest grant that he has 
worked on in the past 15 years. 


E. El Dorado Hills CSD  
Allison Hamaker reported that the collection center off of Latrobe Road has created a commercial 
fee for dropping off green waste, because the commercial landscapers had found the site and were 
overloading the collection bins.  Resident’s can dump their green waste for free.  There was a 
community clean up day that was quieter than previous years, possibly due to rain.  Christmas tree 
chipping was a huge success.  The EDH Franchise agreement is being renegotiated and expires in 
August. 


F. City of Placerville 
Sue Ferris reported for Gary Pigg, that the City’s mandatory roll out program is complete.  The 
process went really smooth and included approximately 400 customers.  There were no complaints 
and anyone that applied for an exception was typically granted one. 


G. City of South Lake Tahoe / South Tahoe Refuse Co., Inc. 
Tire collection is currently underway.  Christmas tree recycling is going on but is just about done.  
They have finally received their Certificate of Occupancy for the new facility.  They are currently 
training on the chipper and working on staffing.  The other half of the facility expansion will be 
worked on through the winter (weather permitting). They are working with the City of SLT on a 
commercial mandatory solid waste service including recycling services.  They are also working with 
the school districts to develop school recycling programs.  They are also working on a pilot food 
waste recycling program with Embassy Suites and hopefully the Marriott. This program would be 
accomplished initially with a front loader on a collection route. 


 
10. Open Forum:  


Judy Mathat asked how the Union Mine project was going.  Greg Stanton responded that they are 
currently working on the contract language before they take it to the BOS.

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5. Meeting AB 939 Goals -  
 


A. Five-Year Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) - 
Jon stated that he is making headway on this report. He is waiting for data from the State on the 
population of cities, County income and taxable sales.  This plan is due every five years.  The 
County must decide if changes to the five planning documents are necessary.  We must report any 
changes to CalRecycle and confirm that we have 15 years of landfill space available.  Jon will 
present the report to EDSWAC during the September meeting and request approval.  He would 
like to present it to the Board of Supervisors in October.  It is due to CalRecycle on November 15, 
2010.  
 
 


B. 2009 Annual Report -  
The annual report is due to CalRecycle on August 2, 2010.  During the last two years, the 
compliance metric has changed from % diversion to pounds disposed per resident per day.  The 
State has set a target number.  Dickson requested that if the jurisdictions are preparing quarterly 
reports, then they bring those reports to the EDSWAC meetings.  This would help make reporting 
easier and keep EDSWAC in the loop.  Jeanne Lear and Sue Farris stated that they would bring 
their reports to the next meeting. 
 


6. Old Business/Action Items -   
 


A. Jurisdictional Reps – The EDH CSD Rep position may be filled by the assistant general manager, 
Sandy.  Today’s meeting was attended by Wayne Lowery, current EDH CSD General Manager. 
 


7. Legislative/Regulatory Update- 
Jon stated that there was not much to report since the State Budget has not been approved.  Jon 
may be able to provide solid waste legislative updates during the next meeting.  A proposition on 
the November ballot may postpone implementation of new Air Quality requirements.  If approved, it 
would also postpone requirements for Mandatory Business Recycling. 
 


8. Agency/Jurisdiction Report: 
A. Amador County – Nothing to report 
B. El Dorado Disposal / Western El Dorado Recovery –  


EDD is rolling out the Recycle Bank program by focusing on the big community service districts 
first.  Eventually it will be available to all customers.  Recycle Bank is a way to encourage recycling 
by offering a points system based on amounts customers recycle.  Points can be redeemed at 
commercial businesses through the Recycle Bank website.  Sue will present a slide show on the 
Recycle Bank program during EDSWAC’s September meeting. 


C. Cameron Park Community Service District –  
New green waste drop off bins are being placed at 3200 Country Club Drive.  The Cameron Park 
CSD will be participating in the Recycle Bank program. 


D. El Dorado County –  
Tire Amnesty is continuing at the two MRF locations under a new grant.  The County is continuing 
to collect household hazardous waste at the El Dorado Hills Fire Station. 


E. El Dorado Hills CSD- 
Next month the fuel surcharge will be removed from EDH resident’s garbage bills.  


F. City of Placerville- 
Topics of interest were covered in El Dorado Disposal’s report. 


G. City of South Lake Tahoe / South Tahoe Refuse Co., Inc.- 
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They have been in contact with the Trex company regarding the plastic bag recycling yet have not 
heard back. In the meantime they are still recycling plastic bags.  The resource recovery building 
has more than doubled the amount of recycling as compared to last year.  STR is on target for 
what they were hoping to increase in recycling.  Green waste routes have started in some 
neighborhoods.  STR is considering expanding the program to additional neighborhoods next 
Spring.   Many community events are occurring around the lake.   


H. Sierra Disposal -  
In 2009 Sierra recycled 260 tons of materials that did not go through the Western El Dorado 
recovery location.  SD has 98 commercial recycling program participants. This program is now 
offered to everyone with service.  They have hosted and will continue to host a number of 
community clean up events.  An event was held recently in Mosquito.  In October events will be 
held in Garden Valley and Cool.  The Fire Safe Council is helping to approve fire boxes for 
composting materials. 


9. Open Forum:  
There was a front page article in the Sacramento Bee about all the fraud occurring in the electronic 
waste recycling hauler companies.

1. Email Ballot Results

From the November 16, 2009 minutes the following needed correcting: The inbound and outbound 
amounts for South Tahoe Refuse and El Dorado Disposal under the SRRE Programs were incorrect; they 
just needed to be reversed.  The number listed for STR was the number for El Dorado Disposal and vice 
versa.  Alison Hamaker was missing from the attendance list. She was absent from the meeting. 
 
Minutes could not be approved at the January 11, 2010 meeting since quorum was not established.  
 
Don Nizolek motioned to approve both the November and January meeting minutes.

Motion approved. 


 
6. Meeting AB 939 Goals -  


 
A. EDSWAC Purpose 


It was decided by the Committee that at the first meeting of each year (January) EDSWAC’s 
purpose will be discussed to refresh the members or educate new members. 


 
B. Recycling Market Development Zone (RMDZ)  


In 2012 Sacramento County’s RMDZ will be up for re-approval (every 10 years you have to renew 
the districts).  The time has come and gone to start up a new district.  The Sac County Zone would 
like El Dorado County to join them, but in order to do that they would have to apply for an 
expansion (which is costly) of their Zone and then reapply again in two years. They do not want to 
do this now, so it looks like this is off the table for a couple of years until their renewal in 2012. 
 


C. Solid Waste Plan Working Group Update-  
The Solid Waste Plan Working Group chose the Newpoint proposal and the Board of Supervisors 
approved Environmental Management to precede with negotiations. The Environmental 
Management Department, Gerri Silva, Greg Stanton and Kerri Williams, met with the group last 
week.  The Newpoint Group was the highest bidder but had the most complete application. 
 
Discussion: 
It was discussed whether or not this Ad Hoc group is still needed since it was unclear if that group 
and EDSWAC are doing the same thing, and also which group will need to be informed of the 
Newpoint Group progress. The committee was in agreement that if anyone on that subcommittee 
was interested in attending EDSWAC meetings to continue with their interest in the Solid Waste 
Plan than they always are welcome.  Dave Johnston will check with Gerri Silva and Greg Stanton 
and report back to the Committtee with their decision on whether or not the Ad Hoc group needed 
to continue. 
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D. Five-Year Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) 


The five year CIWMP is due in December.  A subcommittee was formed with Sue Ferris, Don 
Nizolek and Jeanne Lear volunteering to review the five documents of the existing plan. Don asked 
EMD to provide the two previous year annual reports to review.  Since Sue and Jeanne are both 
familiar with these reports, they will be able to help determine which programs or goals were 
actually completed or reached and which programs or goals were not.  The Subcommittee will 
meet prior to the next EDSWAC meeting in May. 
 
In August, the Annual Report for 2009 will be due. 
 


7. Old Business/Action Items -   
 


A. Business Recycling Ordinance 
I. Sample State Mandatory Business Recycling Ordinance 


a. There still isn’t anything directly requiring the County to have an ordinance. 
But it is something that we should review in case it does become mandatory.  
If it does happen there are two versions; one that will have to be enforced 
and one where you just have to provide an educational element, either way 
the Waste Board will not provide any funding.  


b. The City of Placerville is looking at creating a mandatory business recycling 
program.  First the businesses will have to have garbage service, but 
recycling will be free. El Dorado Disposal will help their business customers 
to determine how they can divert more to recycling to save more money.  
The goal is to already have 80-90% of their commercial (including mulit-
family housing) customers recycling when an ordinance does become 
mandatory.  Sue said they will keep the Committee updated on how the 
program is working. 


 
II. Sacramento County Recycling Ordinance 


  Jon passed out information on Sacramento County’s ordinance, he just 
advised the group to hold onto the information for future reference. 


 
8. Legislative/Regulatory Update- 


The State Budget problems are the biggest priority of the State.  
Chesbro has a reintroduced his Solid Waste: Diversion Bill as AB 479.  There is no new news to 
report. 


 
9. Agency/Jurisdiction Report: 


A. Amador County –   
Sue reported for Amador County.  They have had few customer calls regarding the transition; the 
transition has gone smooth. 


B. El Dorado Disposal / Western El Dorado Recovery –  
Sue reported for El Dorado Disposal.  They are working on a Commercial Recycling Ordinance 
with the City of Placerville.  They are having a “secret shopper” (Tutti) program going on right now. 
This is where they are having a pretend customer call in to find out how El Dorado Disposal’s 
Customer Service is performing.  They average 80-100% on their scores, which is much higher in 
comparison to other companies.  Additionally, they are outreaching to customers to find out how 
satisfied they are (goal is 10 customers a month).  Sue will bring a list of the questions that they 
are asking to the May meeting.  These customers will then be contacted in six months to see if 
they are still satisfied or have had their issues resolved.  Sue went to the EDH Chamber and will be 
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doing the same thing with the County Chamber to discuss business recycling. El Dorado Disposal 
is also having employees join some service organizations (Rotary) in the community to make sure 
they are connecting with their customers. 


C. Cameron Park Community Service District –  
No one present to report. However, Sue reported that the buy back location on Durock Road is still 
progressing.  They are working on a computer system for the buy back locations which utilizes a 
scanner, which some people have expressed concern about having their personal information 
scanned, however they are required to use the scanner if they have one. 


D. El Dorado County –  
The first outreach in over a year was done at the Youth Career Green Fair.  It was a free booth 
space event, and we only had to provide staff to man the booth.  It was for junior high school 
students and was very well attended. The Tire Amnesty Program is still going at the MRF and there 
are still Household Hazardous Waste events scheduled.  Check out the Events page on the 
County’s website. 


E. El Dorado Hills CSD- 
Allison reported that EDH had 58% in recycling last quarter.  On May 22, 2010 they have 
scheduled their Community Clean-Up Day.  The Green Waste collection on Latrobe has three 
commercial accounts that use it but otherwise it’s mostly for residential.  They are currently working 
on their franchise agreement with El Dorado Disposal. 


F. City of Placerville- 
Sue reported that there are no new things to report for Placerville.  The mandatory program is fully 
implemented and running smoothly. 


G. City of South Lake Tahoe / South Tahoe Refuse Co., Inc.- 
Jeanne reported that the green waste recycling section of their new facility will open in April.  They 
have implemented a blue bag system for small businesses, which is going well.  They have started 
a program at the Marriott where they put a box for blue bags out.  Some of the other larger 
properties are doing it as well.  A food waste recycling program has been started at the Embassy 
Suites.  They haul the waste directly to the composter in Carson City.  Their Earth Day celebration 
will be on April 17th at the Lake Tahoe College there is also an Environmental Film Festival there 
on the 16th.  Clean Tahoe Day is scheduled for the first Saturday in June.

A. Five-Year Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) - 


The subcommittee group met today for the first time; will meet again on June 2.  They want to look 
on the program changes; Jon is hoping that they won’t have to change those programs.  The plan 
needs to be to the BOS and forwarded by November to Cal Recycles. 
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B. Solid Waste Plan -  
The Newpoint contract goes to the BOS on the 25th. The plan contract has been negotiated down 
from 221K to 191K, but there is a funding gap of 21K, so they are researching other funding areas.  
The contract price came down by the Newpoint Group reducing their hourly rate, and 
Environmental Management taking on some of the duties. They are still going to ask the BOS to 
move forward on the Plan even though there is the funding gap. The Newpoint contract expires on 
6/30/11. A deadline has been set to have the Solid Waste Plan completely done by July 2011.  The 
working group has been directed to stay together for at least another six months, and then appoint 
a member that is not County staff to report to EDSWAC.    A mission statement is being developed, 
which will be sent around to community groups asking for their input. 


 
Don asked Gerri Silva if the timeline that was included in the Newpoint bid can be followed since it 
was so nicely laid out and would help keep things on tract. Ms. Silva agreed that would be a good 
idea. 
 


6. Old Business/Action Items -   
 


A. EDSWAC attendance Spreadsheet 
A spreadsheet has been created and will be used to keep track of the EDSWAC member’s 
attendance at the scheduled meetings.  Per the By-laws it is required that if a member cannot 
make a meeting they are to notify the chairperson or the County representative within three days of 
the meeting.  It was requested that notifications be sent by email so there is a written 
documentation on the absence. If a jurisdiction does not have a representative that can be present 
at meetings, having the absences documented will make it easier when requesting the jurisdiction 
to replace their representative.  It was asked of Jon to please contact the City of Placerville and 
Cameron Park about their representatives.  
 


7. Legislative/Regulatory Update- 
There are rumblings in regards to the mandatory Business Recycling Ordinance.  It may happen 
this year, especially since they have put money into developing a draft model and since it is a carry 
over from last year.  If it does get passed this year, it most likely would not be enacted until 
2011/2012.  Currently, El Dorado Disposal is working with the local businesses and all other 
jurisdictions to set up a recycling program so when and if this becomes mandatory they will already 
have a plan in place.  South Lake Tahoe Refuse has submitted a matrix into the City of SLT on 
commercial recycling.  So, currently the participation in a business recycling program is voluntary.  
The Chamber of Commerce has a green business initiative. They have started a food waste 
program so hopefully soon a pilot route can be developed. 
 


8. Agency/Jurisdiction Report: 
A. Amador County –   


Sue Farris reported that they have nothing to report.   
B. El Dorado Disposal / Western El Dorado Recovery –  


Earth Day was kicked off with a couple of events; the Home and Garden Show, and the Cameron 
Park Clean Up.  Something new has been started “The Year of the Customers”, this is where when  
managers or employees are out in the community if they see someone in need of help they could 
pitch in and help to clean up their waste.  One of their drivers recommended a single women in 
Rescue to their attention. They put together a group of people and went out and helped to clean up 
her five acre property; it was a huge success.  In May there are a number of community clean ups; 
Placerville May 1st, Pollock Pines/Camino May 15th, EDH May 22nd.  Cameron Park is fully 
engaged in their green waste recycling programs and all their numbers are being calculated in the 
reporting numbers. Sue reported that El Dorado Disposal helps schools and community programs 
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with their electronic waste events by providing the hauling and disposal of the e-waste.  Last year 
they helped Union Mine High School raise $6K with their e-waste fundraisers.  


C. Cameron Park Community Service District –  
The new buyback center is still trying to get up and running. The one behind Bel Air is still up and 
running in the meantime. Their clean up date was very successful.  They will be meeting with El 
Dorado Disposal in the next couple of weeks to make sure that they are doing all they can do. 
 


D. El Dorado County –  
Tire Amnesty’s are still occurring on the first and third Saturday. Plus the HHW events are 
happening each month.  At the Snowline Awards dinner, El Dorado County and El Dorado 
Disposal were presented with awards for their help with the Snowline programs. 


E. El Dorado Hills CSD- 
Sue will be meeting with them this week to get a contract extension.  EDH is always working on a 
ways to improve their recycling numbers.  They are talking about mandatory business recycling 
programs.  Their buyback centers are up and running. 


F. City of Placerville- 
Sue reported nothing new is happening.  Sue will bring to the next meeting a copy of the State of 
the Union she is giving to the City Council this week, which will report on the recycling numbers for 
the City of Placerville. 


G. City of South Lake Tahoe / South Tahoe Refuse Co., Inc.- 
Jeanne Lear reported that they are thrilled that the new facility is open and running.  They are 
consolidating the stuff from the MRF to the center for processing.  They are converting from 
volume estimating to scale rate, but everyone seems to be thrilled with the facility.   They are also 
designing a conveyer line for pine needles.  Earth Day at the college was great.  They have been 
providing tours to schools of the new facility.  Clean Tahoe Day is scheduled for June 5th.  STR is 
also working on a plastic bag collection program, like the ones that you see at grocery stores.  
They would then be sending them to Trex in Nevada but they need to wait to see if the bags can 
be used because they need to meet specific specifications. 
Don asked what the numbers are for South Lake Tahoe and whether or not they have met the 
goals.  Jeanne stated that they are right below 50%, but Jon stated that the State gives them a little 
a bit of room since they are an area with a high number of tourists that come and go.  Their new 
facility will help them to meet their numbers.  HHW clean up day at Meeks Bay on May 29th. 


H. Sierra Disposal -  
Jeanne will report for them at the next meeting. 
 


9. Open Forum:  
Nancy Spinella brought up the Cash Back for Appliance rebate program that is happening with the 
State.  She was wondering where and if there are any certified recycling centers in El Dorado 
County, which is part of the rebate program requirements. Jeanne said that SRT has the form but 
Sue stated she doesn’t know about El Dorado Disposal having the certification, but she would look 
into it for Nancy.

5. Meeting AB 939 Goals -  


 
A. Five-Year Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) - 


Jon presented the draft Five-Year CIWMP to the committee.  Dickson wanted to know where the 
data came from to back up some of the information in the report.  Don Nizolek asked for 
explanation on Section 6, as to where that data came from to support that there hasn’t been a 
significant change in housing or population (Section 4.1), or to support the statement that all the 
jurisdictions are meeting their goals. Since the EDSWAC had not reviewed the data to support 
these facts it was decided that the subcommittee would get this background data from Jon and 
meet to review it. The deadline to turn the Five-Year CIWMP into the State is on November 15th.   
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Dickson made a motion, seconded by Sue to approve the 5-Yr plan with background data reviewed 
by the subcommittee. The subcommittee will be able to make any minor revisions based on the 
review. The subcommittee will have all the background data to review by September 24, 2010, and 
will meet together on October 5, 2010. The subcommittee will then present the final Plan to 
EDSWAC at the next meeting in November.

B. 2009 Annual Report -  
Jon presented the pounds per resident numbers from the 2009 Annual Report, they are:

Cathy reported that Gerri Silva met with Wayne Lowry, the El Dorado Hills CSD General Manager, 
and the City of SLT General Manager who both gave their support of the Solid Waste Management 
Plan. However, they both stated they are unable to provide any financial support for the Plan. Gerri 
was unable to meet with the Cameron Park CSD. Gerri did meet with the SLT JPA (EDC, City of 
SLT & Douglas County), and that outcome was good; they are going to be able to contribute 
$42,000 to the Plan from a joint fund of money that was generated from solid waste activities. Each 
of the members of the JPA contributed money to this fund, and it takes the approval of each 
member of the JPA to allow money to be used.  The JPA is also contributing $55,000 to help fund 
a rate review.  
 
The New Point Group will be working on population projections to 2025, and Gerri is going to be 
asking them to provide a “vision” to be available sometime this fall. 
 
Cathy also reported that the Solid Waste Inmate Crew will be starting up again with a new crew 
leader, Wayne McLaughlin. This crew picks up litter along County maintained roads on Tuesdays, 
Thursdays and Saturdays. 
 
Don Nizolek asked whether or not The Newpoint Group had met the two deliverables that were 
spelled out in the timeline given in the bid.  They were to have met at least two deliverables by 
August 24th.  The County will provide EDSWAC with a Project Plan Timeline and the tasks 
that have been completed by The Newpoint Group by the November EDSWAC meeting. 
 


6. Old Business/Action Items -   
 
A. Recycle Bank – Power Point presentation by Sue Farris 


Recycle Bank is a new program that is being offered by El Dorado Disposal to their customers.  
This new program is a recycling and rewards program. It rewards the individual home owner for 
already doing what they do…recycling. The goal is to provide the extra recycle cart for free, and for 
having the customers consolidating their recycling in order to recycle more. The program is being 
offered to the City of Placerville & Cameron Park CSD customers first, as an “opt in” program.  
How it works is that for each pound of material recycled a customer gets 2 ½ points.  They are 
awarded their pounds as a cooperative for the people in their community.  The program allows 
them to redeem their points through the Recycle Bank website. Points can be redeemed to 
purchase merchandise discounts through partnering businesses, or they can be used to pay their 
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garbage bills. Some local businesses partnering with Recycle Bank are Save Mart, the EDH and 
Cameron Park CSD Recreation Departments, and possibly more local businesses soon. Recycle 
Bank is a nationwide program. Recycle Bank also sponsors “Green Programs” for schools, so 
customers can choose one of those programs to donate their points towards. Basically it’s a saving 
program that equates to about $200 a year for the average resident. The program will go live in 
mid-September.  The program will be available in EDH and the unincorporated areas soon, as an 
“opt out” program. 
 


7. Legislative/Regulatory Update- 
  Jon stated that there is nothing new to report. 


 
8. Agency/Jurisdiction Report: 


A. Amador County –  
 Sue reported that the annual clean-up day out in Grizzly Flats is scheduled for September 25th. 
B. El Dorado Disposal / Western El Dorado Recovery –  


They are working around the community with the annual clean ups and are busy rolling out 
Recycle Bank. 


C. Cameron Park Community Service District –  
Their annual fall clean up day is scheduled for September 25th. 


D. El Dorado County –  
The HHW events are occurring on every other Saturday at the EDH Fire Dept, and there is a HHW 
event scheduled for the Northside School in Cool on October 9th and Golden Sierra HS on Sept. 
30th. 


E. El Dorado Hills CSD - 
The annual clean up day is scheduled for October 23rd. The fuel surcharge will be going away but 
EDH’s voted two years ago to hold the surcharge flat, and then discuss it again when the franchise 
agreement came up. It could be gone within the next 90 days. They are still negotiating their 
franchise agreement. 


F. City of Placerville -  
Sue reported that all is status quo in Placerville. Hopefully, we will be getting someone new to be 
on the committee, but they are going through a lot of changes with retirements and budget cuts. 


G. City of South Lake Tahoe / South Tahoe Refuse Co., Inc. - 
They increased their organic recycling by 43% (630 additional tons in a three month period) and 
are selling it to local contractors. They have run some green waste routes in targeted 
neighborhoods that worked very well. An additional conveyor line is being looked into between the 
MRF and the recycle center.  They currently have three large properties they work with for food 
waste pickup that goes to a compost facility in Carson City (the only permitted food/organic waste 
facility in northern Nevada). The blue bag program is coming along very well.  Fire Fest is 
scheduled for October 2nd. 


H. Sierra Disposal –  
Garden Valley/Cool annual clean up days are scheduled in October. 
 


9. Open Forum: 
There was a discussion as to how often members are attending meetings and how a number of 
jurisdictions have vacancies or representative that do not make it to the EDSWAC meetings. It was 
decided that the County will develop a letter to be sent off to the jurisdictions reminding of meeting 
requirements and requesting new members. Dickson agreed to co-sign the letter.  The City of 
Placerville needs to provide a member, since there has been no one attending meetings all year.  
There also needs to be an alternate provided by the City of South Lake Tahoe. 
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Don pointed out that the EDSWAC charter states that the minutes are supposed to be forwarded to 
the BOS. The County will start forwarding copies of minutes directly to the Board Of 
Supervisors.   
 
Dickson asked if there is a place on the West Slope that would be able to take organic waste. Sue 
responded that there just isn’t at this time, but because it takes so much product to make it work. 
George Turnboo stated that the Ione facility that recycles organic materials should be up and 
running sometime in the future to collect food/organic waste. George wants to see one of these 
types of facilities here in EDC.  
 
An updated EDSWAC members list was requested from the County. An email will be sent out to 
each of the members asking for revised contact information.
